This was 
an extremely difficult thing for Abraham. His heart was laden with 
grief during the three day journey to Mt Moriah. 
But Abraham was obedient and faithful. 

As Abraham raised the knife over Isaac, his 
hand was stayed by an Angel, and a lamb was 
provided instead of Isaac. There was much 
rejoicing and God again poured out his promis-
es of great blessings over Abraham’s descen-
dants. Abraham was a friend of God. You can 
find that in James 2:23.
