God warned Adam and Eve that if they ate of the
fruit of the tree of the knowledge of good and
evil they would die. God wanted Adam and Eve
to be content with the instruction He had given
them but He also gave Adam and Eve freedom
of choice. There are certain rules our Mums and
Dads give us to protect us from harm. They want
us to be content with their wisdom. Can you
think of some rules your Mum and Dad give you?

We know God does not lie but Satan is
the liar.

The result was Eve listened to the serpent and
ate the fruit and took some to Adam and he ate
also. Adam and Eve had the angels to teach and
warn them. Today we may not be privileged to
have the angels come and talk with us but we
have the Bible. The Bible teaches us the truth
and warns about the enemy, Satan, and how to
be careful about not being tricked by him.

Today’s Bible text tells us they sewed fig leaves together to cover
themselves and then they hid from God in the garden. God came to the
garden looking for them, but we can’t hide from God because He knows
everything. Before Adam and Eve sinned they could talk to God face to face
but sin had now caused a barrier between them-
selves and God.

It must have broken God'’s heart that He could no
longer openly commune with Adam and Eve. God
longs to have us communicate with Him through
prayer. Have you spoken to Him today about your
everyday things? He can become your closest
friend if you only talk to Him.
