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The first beast was a lion.

The second beast was a bear.

The third beast was a leopard.

The fourth beast was dreadful and terrible.

So, this vision is of the same kingdoms as the image in Nebuchadnezzar’s dream.

The little horn of Daniel 7:8 came up among the ten horns and plucked out three.

Once upon a time Daniel had a dream which troubled him. An angel came to give 
him the interpretation so he could understand the dream. There were three beast – 
a lion, a bear and a leopard. Then another beast, which was dreadful, appeared. It 
had iron teeth and nails of bronze and ten horns.
