Because this lie worked so
well, Satan and his angels have used the same lie over and over again to deceive
many other people. For instance, just before the Israelites went into the Promised
Land, Satan used Balaam to tempt them to sin. So, the Israelites worshipped
idols, and “ate sacrifices made to the dead” (Psalm 106:28). The Israelites did the
same thing when they lived in the land of Canaan. Psalm 106:35-38 tells us that to
worship idols, is to worship demons, or evil angels.

Because of Satan’s lie, there are people who claimed to be able to talk to the
dead. One of these was the medium King Saul went to see when he was afraid of
the Philistine army. The woman said she could see an old man whom King Saul
declared to be the prophet Samuel. But, it was really an evil angel disguised to look
like Samuel.

Anything that goes against God’s law
is sin. The law is like a mirror, because it reveals sin to us. Sin is not just actions. It
can also be words, or even thoughts.

When we do something God has told us not to, like Adam and Eve did, that is sin.
James 4:17 tells us that it is also sin if we know we ought to do something, but
don’t do it. For example, the fifth commandment tells us to obey our parents. If we
don’t obey our parents, that is sin, because God has told us that we are to obey
them.
